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1. First align the open side of the Orbis
 Mounting Bracket (Item 1) with the holes
 in the post. Then attach the orbis to the 
 post by passing 4 socket button screws 
 (Item 2)  and washers (Item 4) through 
 the post, the bracket and �nally into the 
 Orbis �xing points (Fig. A).

2. Fasten each Socket Button Screw (Item 2) 
 with a Nut (Item 3) and a Washer (Item 4) 
 using the Allen key and Spanner (Fig. B).

3. Repeat the process with each additional 
 Orbis to complete the Duo, Trio or Quad 
 arrangement (Fig. C).
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
