KIT CONTENTS:  
1 X Evolution Ballast Moulding 
4 X Screw M10
4 X Washer M10 

STEP 1:
Insert bolts and washers through the 4 
fixing holes in the base of the bin and 
through into the 4 holes in the Ballast 
Moulding.

STEP 2:
Fasten the bolts on into the threaded 
holes of the Ballast Moulding using a 
6mm  Allen Key.

IMPORTANT NOTE:
Glasdon would recommend that a 
risk assessment be carried out 
regarding the manual handling of 
the Evolution Ballast Moulding prior 
to assembly.  

The weight of the ballast moulding is 
32kg and the bin is 17.4kg
